CONFIRMATION –What’s it all about?

Confirmation is a time for publicly witnessing to your personal relationship with Christ, before your family, friends and church family. It marks the moment when we ask the Bishop, as pastoral overseer, to pray for the Holy Spirit to come upon you so that the Spirit may lead and guide you as you seek to follow Christ’s plan for your life.

“For you know the plans I have for you, declares the Lord” Jeremiah 29:11


WHEN AM I READY FOR CONFIRMATION?

You are ready for Confirmation when:


1. You have learned enough about God.


2. You have learned enough about yourself.

ABOUT GOD
Let’s look at both of these points. First we need to know enough about God. Here again it’s very much like getting married. It would be madness not to know something about the boy or girl with whom you are going to share the rest of your life! To want to know what he or she is like is common sense.
In the same way, if we are going to share the rest of our lives with God as our heavenly Father and with his son, Jesus Christ as our ruler and guide; then we must find out whether he exists and what he is like. At present you may not be sure, but that’s fine, for the next few months this course is designed to help you find out more about God and how we should live as his followers. Together we’re going to be learning what God is really like and if you want to know more then the great thing is, God will help you.

…….ABOUT OURSELVES
Secondly – we need to know enough about ourselves. It’s very important on Confirmation Day to be sure you know what you are doing. Are you sure you are ready to make such a big decision – because that’s what it is? You are going to be put on the spot and asked in public by the Bishop some very important questions.

THE QUESTIONS THE BISHOP WILL ASK YOU ARE:
Do you turn to Christ?

Do you renounce the devil and all his works?

Will you obey and serve Christ?

Now, these are big things to say. You are saying before God, your parents and friends and many others that you have definitely decided to turn away from a life which is wrong in God’s eyes. You now want Jesus Christ to be the leader in your life from day to day; and as you follow him you will have nothing to do with anything that is evil and wrong.


If you are to answer those questions honestly you must know what sort of a person you really want to be. Are you sure you know?

Maybe not yet: but the point of this course is to help you to be honest and to decide what you want to do.




WHAT IS A CONFIRMATION SERVICE ALL ABOUT?

We have seen that the confirmation service marks an occasion in your life – a big occasion. At your confirmation:

1.
You say publicly that you want to be a member of the Church – God’s forever family.

2.
The Church says publicly that you have ‘become a member of the family because you have been born all over again by God’s Holy Spirit.
